L. Breland Hilburn- Circuit Judge 

Circuit Judge L. Breland Hilburn 
was horn in Raleigh, NC, and even­
tually moved with his htmily to 
Jackson, his mother's home town. 
Judge Hilburn graduated from Murrah 

lligh School, Mississippi State 
\Juivcrsity and the University of 
Mi~~issippi School of Law. Judge 
Hilburn served as a Jackson municipal 
court judge from 1972-78, as a county 
judge from 197S- HI, and has been a 

circuit judge since 19!-l!. He is Hinds 
County's sceoud most senior circuit 
judge. 

Judge lli\burn's most famous case 
as a circuit judge was, of course, the 
trial of Byron de Ia Ik<:kwith for the 
murder of Medg.ar Eve!".~. The case 
involved a uumber of complicated 
legal issues in addition to the intensity 
of the suhject matfcr. 

J udgc Hilburn bad a number of sug­
gestions for practicing in his court. 
Trials and motions <1rc set hy his court 
administrator, I .ynnc Stevens (96!-l-

6656). Judge Hilburn requests that 
lawyers wanting settings should call 
l.ynnc directly tht.:mselves and not 
have their secretaries cal!. This saves 
everybody's time. Be sure to call 
I .ynne immediately if a case oH the trial 
docket has hecn settled. This will 
cnublc other lawyers to have their 
cases tried. Judge Hilburn's law clerk 
is Kirk Ladner (973-5576). 

Judge Hilburn prefers to have briefs 
on contested motions delivered to hiHl 
two days before the hearing. He would 
like for the law clerk of the Circuit 
Court to be reminded if Judge Hilburn 
has tllkt::n a motion under advisement 
and not issued a ruling within a reason­
able length of time. All orders trans­
mitted by mail to Judge Hilburn should 
either be approved by the auomcys 
involved or enclo~cd with a transmittal 
letter stating that all aHorneys have 
agreed to the order. If there is a dispute 
about nn order, the dispute should be 
resolved through a conference call with 
the lawyers and Judge Hilburn. fie has 
!(lund that this is more cllicient than

putting the dispute on the motion 
docket. Judge !lilburn is also willing to 
resolve short inli.mna! questions by a 

telephone conference before trial if 
review or documents is not involved. 

Judge Hilburn says that he hns 
noticed that sometimes lawyers 
appearing beh)J"e him on discovery dis­
pute motions have not couferred about 
the dispute. In such situntions, Judge 
Ililburn moves the motion to the heel 
of the docket and sends the lawyers out 
to confer to try to reconcile or narrow 
their differences. His experience is that 
after such conferences, the differences 
arc usually resolved or signiflcantly 
narrowed. 

Judge Hilburn has experienced 
lawyers filing long, ()ften boiler plate 
motions in limine just before trial with 
the expectation that the court will take 
up trial time the first day of the trial to 
resolve the rnnitcrs raised in the 
motion. Judge 1-fi!hurn's practice is to 

refuse to hear such motions. All 
motiOJlS should he l"iled and heard a 
rc:asouab!c amount of time before trial. 

Judge !lilburn has observed anum­
ber of lawyers making their clo~ing 
argument iu their opening statement. 
This is improper. Opening statements 
arc simply to set forth what is intended 
to be proved, not the argument of lht: 

theory of the case. Some lawyers have 
ulso used in their opening statemelJis 
exhibits that have not yet heeu entered 
into evidence. Judge Hilburn will not 
allow such a practice if opposing coun­
sel ohjccts. The usc of exhibits in 
opening statements must either be 
agreed to by opposing counsel or pre·· 

cleared with the <:ourt. Somdimcs 
lawyers arc not prepared on their open­
ing .statements. Judge Hilburn's belief 
is tlwt a weB-prepared opening state­
ment is one of the most important 
nspccts of a jury trial. 

A concern evinced hy Judge 
Hilburn w,1~· that some lawyers h;tve 
begun overworking HMson challenges 
to jury sc!c<:tions in civil cases. Race or 
gender cannot he the sole reason for 
peretnplorily challenging ajtHor. flow­

ever, if there is a. non-radal or gender 
hasis, the peremptory chal!cHgc can he 

exercised. Some lawyers seem to he 

raising Raison as a matter of course in 
every case, rather thnn when there 
seems Lo he actual evidence of race or 
gender bias. 

l n closing arguments, Judge Hilburn 
requires the plaintiff in a damages suit 
lo fairly present and enumerate dam­
ages in the first portion of the dosing 
argument. If the plaintiff reserves argu­
ment of damages until the rebuttal por­
tion of the closing argument, Judge 
Hilburn will allow tl1c defcmc time to 
respond. 

lt has been Judge Hilburn's obser­
vation that the courtroom demeanor of 
lawyer;; is more imp()rtant than most 
lawyers believe. Juror~ tend to identify 
a party's case with the lawyer repre­
senting the pm1y. Judge Hilburn 
believes lawyers who arc aggressive to 
the point or being abusive hurt their 
clients with the jury.

F. Hendrick was the first president of the HCBA. He later 
served as a flinds County Circuit Judge for 22 years, stepping 
dowu in 1976 at the age of 81. Journalists from around the 
couutry who observed Judge Hendrick's courtroom manner 
described him as a "dignified gentleman whose respect for the 
law is evident." 

I also uncovered an undated advet1isement sponsored by 
the Jackson Chamber of Commerce. This is the kind of 
publicity we like to sec about lawyers and is still applicable in 
1995. The greatest legal minds in the South arc HCBA 
members.

The Internet is no longer an clu~ivc, mysterious, on-line 
virtual community where only computer programmers dare to 
venture. The major on-line services like CompuScrvc, 
Prodigy and America OnLine offer full Internet access for a 
fee. Local Internet access providers offer unlimited [ntcrnct 
access for as little as $20.00 per month. You cannot open a 
newspaper, magazine or turn on the television without being 
bombarded with articles nr stories espousing the virtues or 
criticizing the evils of the Internet. You can buy the /ntemet 
Yellow Pages and the lnlcmet for Dummies in your local 
bookstore. The Internet is here, and it is easier than you think. 

Useful information is readily ;wailahlc to lawyers, parale­
gals and anyone else with an interest in legal, government or 
political affairs. I will not attempt to explain the technical 
details on how the Internet works, why the information is free, 
or why you do not incur long distance charges when you 
access a site in England, Germany or Slovenia (mostly 
because I do not know). This article provides a list of Internet 
sites useful to those in the legal profession and a general 
description of the information available on the sites. lf some 
of the information looks like Greek, do no1 he intimidated, 
you do not have LO know whaL it means, you just have to he 
able to type it.

As lawyers, how do we spend most 
or our time? And more importantly, 
how can we u~c our time more ctfcc­
tively? 

• We probably spend half our Lime 
involved Ill connnunications that 
others have initiated. 

• Communications from dicnts and 
other lawyers consume the most time 
in a variety of forms whether confer­
ences, on the telephone, in hearings, 
reading correspondence, pleadings, 
e-mail and so on. 

• Most of bwycrs' work is with 
people - we must talk a tot and we 
must have energy to mainl;lin a high­
activity leveL 

• Substantial time is devoted to 
quiet reading, analysis and thinking, 
but this time may he too fragmented. 

• Excessive demands create job 
stress and waste time. As a result, there 
will he inadequate time for reading, 
and we will have only short periods of 
uninterrupted time, insullicient for 
concentrated thought. Five or ten min­
utes a!ouc arc helpful only for work on 
small. immediate problems. 

So, what are some of the solutions? 
• R:ms Webber, a professor at the 

Whartlltl School, states in his book, 
Time Mww;;ement, that the key is plan­
uiug: think about what you want anU 
how you are going to accomplish it; 

determine in advance what is to he 
done; prepare for the future by making 
decisions now. 

• Working at home or isolating 
yourself in your office is helpful for 
gaining time to think. 

• (Jroup your telephone calls and 
preparation of outgoing correspon­
dence, and other documents into a con­
veniclll part of the day. 

• Handle correspondence only once. 
• A primary means of concentrat­

ing tinu~ involves sct!ing priorities on 
the work to be accomplished. (And 
hope that the low priority items don't 
hit us hefnrc we get to them.) 

• Some people prefer to conccn· 
Irate on one big issue at a time. Peter 
Drucker, in the f~{J"ectiw: En.'Culil'e, 
says to do "first things first, and only 
one at a time. This is the 'secret' of 
those people," he writes, "who do so 
many things and apparently do many 
dilncult things. They do only one at a 
time. As a result, they need much less 

time in the end thnuthc rest of us." 
• According to Webber, some of us 

have a tendency to work on the urgent 
"quick-time" problems and leave out 
the lcs~-urgcnt "s!mv~timc'' t11sks. 
"Segmenting quick und slow jobs,"' he 
writes, "is a common device among 
effeclive time managers. They reserve 
a portion of time periodically (perhaps 
daily, more likely weekly or biweekly) 
for important, if Jess urgent, tasks. 
During this time, urgent mailers arc 
postponed (except, of course, matters 
of overwhelming urgency)." 

• Webber mentions that we should 
strive to project an unrushcd image; 
light to avoid seeming preoccupied 
with your own concerns; and fight hard 
to give clients and co!lcagncs your 
undivided attention.

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Old Idea Takes New Form: Contract Attorneys as "Temps" 

The Jackson legal market is still 
feeling the clfccts of the economic 
slow-down of the late eighties and 
early nineties. The level of economic 
activity may have co!llC back !0 "nor­
mal:' but the real effect of the reces­
sion has been cautionary. The progres­
sive lawyer, firm, and corporation has 
had to pare down to a leaner and more 
efficient operation. An article in the 
Nulirma{l,aw Journal is representative 
of the "press" on the subject of boost­
ing productivity while becoming lean­
er: ''One way to achieve (efficiency and 
productivity) is to supplement the 
efforts of permanent atlorncys with 
attorneys who arc hired to work on a 
contract or project basis as the case 
load dictates." Nationaf ruw Journal, 
December, 1990, "Scaling Down: 
Need Seen for Project Attorneys." 
Using "contract lawyers" is one way to 
cut costs and hoost productivily. 

You may say, ''I know about con­
tract lawyers." Of course you do. 
Practically every lawyer and law firm 
in Hinds County has engaged another 
lawyer on a temporary hasis. But just 
as the economy has forced changes in 
the business of practicing law, changes 
have occurred in the way lawyers prac~ 
lice. Now there arc highly qualified, 
experienced lawyers choosing to use 
their lnw degree-; and skills in less tra­
ditional ways. You can tap into this 
valuable resource. I .awycrs in 1-linds 
County contracting for temporary 
assignments have worked for huge 
firms both here and in other cities, have 
run their own businesses, or have 
worked for corporations. Some have 
expertise in less familiar areas or the 
law, and hold multiple state !ict:nses. 
Looking anew at this old idea may pm 
a new focus on your bol\om line. Here 
are some observations: 

1. The "temp lawyer" as an indc· 
pendent contractor. 

The "temp lawyer" is an indepen­
dent contractor who can he used to 
work on specific projects on au "as 
needed" basis. The assignments may 
be for a few hours or many months. 
When the workload overburdens your

permanent staff, the ·'temp lawyer" can 
perfmm a variety of tasks ranging from 
research and drafting, to assisting with 
complex litigation or corporate mat­
ters. Sometimes the "temp lawyer" can 
help you expand your practice by 
adding an area of expertise without 
adding permanent overhead. 

2. Analyze your l"osts. 
Temp Lawyea· v. Permanent Hire 
Generally the fees for a con!ract 

lawyer arc hourly-based and are typi­
caJly lower than those of fu!l-time 
attorneys of comp<1r<1ble experience 
and expertise. Because the "temp 
lawyer" is not your employee, you save 
on employee benefits and taxes. The 
"temp lawyer'' seldom adds to your 
office overhead since most of the time 
you can incorporate the lawyer's activ­
ity into your existing work environ­
ment. More importantly, many contract 
lawyers have full service twme office 

and do their own word processing. 
The main lesson is that temporary 

~tailing saves on a\J the "invisible" 
costs: taxes. msunmce, benefits, 
employment-related clerical costs, 
overhead, and recruiting. 'l"cmponu)' 
slatTing may he absolutely Jess ex pen~ 
stvc than a full-time permanent 
salaried associate. bnt it also provides 
much greater flexibility. Even if tcm, 
porary staffing costs more dol!ars than 
fulHinw, permanent cntploycc hour­
for-hour, no lawyer wants to hire an 
employee who will he let go in six 
months or a year. Temporary workers 
should he used for temporary needs. 
No one needs to pay seventy thousand 
do!lars for an employee (ineluding 
salary, taxes, benefits, overhead, 
recruiting, etc.) when the case or work 
overload may last only :1 year. Bear in 
mind that the true cost-savings for 
temporary staffing with attorneys is 
the same as temporary staffing with

For hourly hilled cases, because the 

differential hctwccn the firm mtc com­
mensurate with the level of expertise 
and experience which is charged to the 
client am! the hourly mtc of the temp 
lawyer is often substamial, as much as 
a I OO'lo mark up, these positions can he 
protltablc. Assume a range hctwcen 
$40 to $(i0 as the hourly "temp" rate 
which can get you a wide range of 
experience. Even at a modest associate 
rate of sao an hour, the profit potential 
is attractive because there is so little 
overhead in temporary staffing. 

The ContingencJ Fee 
For the contingency case, usmg 

temp lawyers rather than associating 
other lawyers on certain cases may 
offer numerous benefits. For example, 
first assess the value of your case. Then 
"budget" sectimls of the litigation to 
the temp lawyers. Think of the temp 
lawyers as a case cost just as ym1 
would the costs of expert witnesses, 
postage, or depositions. You can retain 
more control over the litigation and 
there may be more "pic" for your firm 
in the end. 

3. Potential Drawbacks 
As in any personnel decision, the 

effect of using temporary staff on exist­
ing stall needs to be considered. For 
those inst1mccs where the temporary 
lawyer is used to bring buck-logged 
cases up to date, full-time stall will 
prohahly be grateful for the relief and 
the greater predictability of their own 
caseload demands. When used appro­
priately, and with open communication 
with cxistin!! staff, temporary statTmay 
boost firm morale. Jrnportant for all 
firms is the ability to avoid the "mar­
ginal hire" by usit1g temp lawyers to 
lind out whether a permanent hire is 
needed, and if su, to explore the tempo­
rary lawyer's potcmial to fill that need 
as <1 permanent employee. 

In any tcrnpomry staffing situation, 
the possihility of that "temp" leaving is 
wmewhat greater than a permanent 
employee's leaving. Because of the 
availability of contract lawyers. it is 
unlikely that a temporary lawyer could 
not be replaced efficiently. 

4. Use Your Temp Lawyer Wisely 
Consider how the temp lawyer fits 

in your "hig picture." Will he or she he 
behind the scenes researching llnd 
drafting? Will the lawyer have contact 
with your client? Will he or she he pub­
licly representing your firm? What 
level of expertise and experience does 
the project demand? Chose your temp 
lawyer with these qttestions in mind. 
Here are some final tips. 

a) Define your need and know 
your expectations. 

h) Interview several candidates (or 
make sure your temporary staff 
provider is checking on the 
quality of it:-> candidate.<;). 

c) Check references and analyze 
writing samples (or make sure 
your temporary staff provider 
has done so and lw.>· the expcr­
tixe to do so). 

d) Establish the rate and method of 
payment. 

c) ;\ssign a supervising attorney. 
I) Give dear instructions and set 

specific goals. 
g) Set time frames and review 

work. 
h) Advise in advance of your 

method of time keeping.

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Mississippi Court of Appeals Commences. lnaugural Term 

Mississippi's new intermediate 
appellate court, officially designated 
the Court of Appeals of the Swtc of 
Mississippi ("Court of Appeals"), 
became a historical reality on January 
3, \995 with the swearing in of !0 new 
judges elected the previous November. 
The Court, created by act of the 199J 
f .cgislaturc and comprised of two 
judges from each omgn::ssioual dis­
trict, is expected to expedite the dispo­
sition of cases appealed to the 
Missis~ippi Supreme Court ("Supreme 
Court") by (I) transtCr of cases rrom 
the Supreme Court to the Court of 
Appeals or (2) initial c<tse assignment 
to the Court of Appeals. 

What rules will gm·ern practice befiJre 
the Court of Appeals? 

The Supreme Court has adopted and 
recently published the Mississippi 
Rules of Appellate Procedure 
("M.R.AY."), a unified set of rules 
which will hereafter govern appeals to 
the Supreme Court, including the sub­
sequent initial assignment or transfer 
of cases to the Court of Appeals. 
Simply stated, the M.R.AY. are identi­
cal to the prevwus Mississippi 
Supreme Court Rules with amend­
ments and adoption of new rules where 
necessary to provide for the new 
Court's jurisdiction, judici;ll pret.:edent 
and publication of written opinions. 
Changes to the former Mississippi 
Supreme Court Rules thereby fall into 
only three categories: (J) M.R.A.I'. 16 
is a new rule which states the jurisdic­
tion of the Supreme Court and the 
Court of Appeals; (2) M.R.A.P. J7 is a 
new rule which prcscrihcs the pro­
cedure for Supreme Court review of 
decisions by the Court of Appeals; and 
(3) the wording of previous Supreme 
Court Rules has been amended to 
accurately reflect the existence of the 
new Court of Appeals. Thus, appellate 
procedure will be as similar to previ­
ously existing pro;;cdurc as possible. 

What will be the jurisdiction of the 
Court of Appeal.\'? 

Rule 16 addresses jurisdiction of the 

hy David L. '1\'cwolla 

appellate courts and provides that all 
appeals from final orders of trial courts 
shall be filed in the Supreme Court, 
which in turn shall a~~ign cases, as 
appropriate, to the Court of Appeals. 
Pursuant to Miss. Code Ann. §9-4<3(1) 
(Supp. !994), the Supreme Court nmy 
assign any appeal to the Court of 
Appeals except cases involving ( l) the 
imp(JSition of the death penalty, (2) 
utility rates, (3) <Jnnexation, (4) hom! 
issues, (5) election contests, or (6) a 
statute held unconstitutional hy a lower 
court. R.ulc 16 aJds to the stMutmy 
mandate that the Supreme Court will 
retain all cases in\'olving attorney dis­
cipline, judicial performance, and cer, 
tillecl questions from a federal court. 
The Supreme Court will also ordinarily 
retain cases involving ( l) a major ques­
tion or first impression, (2) urgent 
issues of broad public importance 
requiring prompt determination, (3) 
substantial constitutional questions as 
to the validity of a statute, rule or regu~ 
lation, and (4) issues upon which there 
is an inconsistency in decisions of the 
Court of Appeals or Supreme Court, or 
a conflict hct\Vcen the two. 

The Chief Justice or the Supreme 
Court, or his designated assignment 
justice, will have the discretion to 
dcter·mine which cases arc assigned to 
the Court of Appeals. The order of 
assignment must he entered within 2X 
days from filing of the last appellate 
brief allowed in a c:1se. Except for 
those cases which the Supreme Court 
is required by statute to retain, a party 
has no right to have his case heard hy 
the Supreme Court. Although the 
Court's a~signmcnt deeision is final 
and not subject to reconsideration on 
petition, the Supreme Court upon its 
own motion may transfer a case to the 
Court of Appeals at any time prior to 
the issuance of an opinion or disposi­
tive ruling.

Rule 17 introduces the writ of ClT 

tiomri to Mississippi appellate practice 
as a the procedure hy which parties 

-- -------····-

may seck Supreme Court review of a 
judgment by the Court of Appeals. 
According to *9-4-3(2) (Supp. 1994), 
"[dlccisions of the Court of Appeals 
arc !ina! and an:: not subject to review 
hy the Supreme Comt, except by [gnmt 
of] writ of certiomri ... hy the a\lirnm­
tive vote of four (4) of !the Supreme 
Court'sj mcmhcrs.'' Review will ordi­
narily be limited 1o cases in which the 
Court of Appeals has rendered a deci­
sion which is in nmfli<:t with prior 
decisions of either appellate court, 
cast:s in which the CoUit of Appeals 
has not considered a controlling consti­
tutional provision, and cases which 
should have been decided by the 
Supreme Court originally (per statute 
or the M.R.A.P.). Despite the presence 
of nne or more of these guidelines for 
review, the Supreme Court may decline 
to grant a petition for writ of 1·ertiomri; 
likewise, in the absence of these fac 
tors, the Court has tllC discretion to 
grant certiorari review. 

Procedurally, a party seeking review 
of a Court of Appeals judgment must 
first !ilc a petition for rehearing in the 
Court of Appeals. !(" the petition is 
denied, the party must then petition the 
Supreme Court for a writ of ceniomri 
within 14 days of the Court of 
Appeals' denial of rehearing. The peti­
tion for writ may not exceed 10 pages 
in length. and neither briefs nor oral 
argument in supp01t will be allowed 
unless requested hy the Supreme 
Court. White Rule 17 requires the 
Supreme Court to act upon a petition 
for writ within 60 days of its filing, the 
failure of the Court to issue a writ with­
in that period shall constitute a rejec­
tion of the petition. Neither the grant or 
denial of a petition is subject to rehear­
ing or reconsideration by the Supreme 
Court. The Supreme Court's review 
upon grant of r·crtiomri will be con­
ducted on the record and briefs previ­
ously fi!ed in the Court of Appeals and 
upon any supplemental hriefs (not to 
exceed lO pages) filed. Upon grant of 
certiorari, oral argument will not be 
<tllowed unless requested by the 
Supreme Court. 

Will Court of Appt!(t/s OJ1iniom be 
publishetl and what precedential 
e.[j"ecl will the opi11ions have? 

Fonn1:r Supreme Court Rule 15 lms 
been amended to provide guidelines 
for written Hml unpublished opinions 
of the Court of Appeals and their 
prccedential effect. The Court of 
Appeals will wrik opinions on all 
cases heard but will not designate those 
opinion~ for publication during the 
Court's first year of operation. After 
one year, the Supreme Court will pro­
mulgate rules coucerning (he publica­
tion aud preccdential effect of Court of 
Appeals opinions. 

Where is the Collrt ~~f Appeah? 
The Court of Appeals and the 

Administrative 0!"/lcc of Courts nre 
located in the recently renovated 656 
Building, a four story structure at the 
corner of North State and Cieorge 
Streets and diagonally across North 
Slate from the Mississippi Bar Center. 
A courtroom is now under construction 
on the hottom floor, where a reception­
ist, record room and the Administrative 
Office of Courts are also located. The 
656 Building\ upper three tloors pro­
vide space for a library, conference 
room and offices for the judges, their 
law clerks, jndici a! assistants and other 
stalL Ample parking is available at the 
rear of the building in a parking lot 
which is accessible from Jefferson 
SlrccL

Uniform Rules of Circuit and County Court 

On Jum: X, !994, !he Supreme Court 
of Mississippi entered its order approv­
ing the Uniform Rules of Circuit and 
County Court. These rules replace four 
sets of prior rules: The Uniform 
Criminal Rules of Circuit Court 
Practice, Uniform Circuit Court Rules, 
Uniform Cmmty Court Rules and 
Uniform Criminal Rules of County 
Court. The new rules hccomc efl"cctivc 
on ivlay I, 1995. The purpose of this 
article is to highlight wmc of the dif­
ferences between the new rules and the 
prior rules as they apply in criminal 
cases. Th~.:sc new rules rnay be found in 
volume 636 So.2d. 

The new rules arc divided into three 
broad categories. Rulr: Series I, 2 and 3 
apply to all civil and criminal proceed­
ings. Rule Series 4 and 5 apply only to 
civil pnKccJings_ Rule Series 6 
through 12 apply only to criminal pro­
ceedings, 

Under new Rule 1.03 tlu~ Circuit 
court has more freedom to impose 
sanctions for railurc to comply with the 
rules. Under the prior rule the court 
could punish a person offending these 
ruks only as a contempt. Under the 
new rule the court may punish a viola­
tion by sanctions, contempt or other 
disciplinary actions imposed or initial­
ed by the comt. The new rules do not 
specify or limit the sanctions to be 
imposed nm- do they identil)' wlwt 
other disciplinary actimls arc available. 
The new rules also require that the 
name, address and phone number of 
the attorney who will try the case 
appear on all pleadings, motions or 
other applications to the court. They 
also require the name, address and 
phone number of the nllorney who is 
prepared to argue the spel:ific pleading, 
motion or application if the identity of 
that attorney is difl'crent from the attor­
ney who will try the case. 

Rule l.! 2 makes no distinction 
between civil or criminnl court files 
and appears to grant authority for crim­
inal files to he dJel:ked out from the 
clerk with the permission of the court. 

Although the new mles again pro­
hibit any local rules which have not 
been approved by the Supreme Court, 
Rule J .!4 place~ a mandatory duty on 
l!tlorneys to contuct the clerk of the

court to ascertain the practices of the 
local court 

Rule 2.02 gives the Circuit Court 
the authority to bear any matter which 
may be heard without a jury in term 
time or vacatiou in any county in the 
judicial district. 

Prior Rule 2.0(J of the Uniform 
Circuit Court Rules required motions 
be pursued to hearing during the term 
in whkh they were filed or at the next 
term if filed during vatation. Other­
wise, the motion would he considered 
abandoned. New Rule 2.()4 makes no 
rcferente to terms of court. It provid~:s 
that pre-trial motions will be dcemnl 
abandoned if not pursued to hearing 
prior to trial. [t further allows motions 
to be heard after the commencement of 
the trial in the discretion of the court. 

Habeas N11p11s in pre-nmviction 
and extradition matters is addressed in 
Rule 2.07. This ruk attempts to clarify 
and highlight the distinctions between 
pre-convidion lwhem' corpus and 
lwhcas c01p11s in extradition matters. 

Under the prior lJHiform Criminal 
Rules of Circuit Court any person who 
sought relief by way of a writ of' 
/Jahcas cmpm who qualified for the 
appointment of counsel under §99-15-
15, Mississippi Code of 1972 would be 
furni~hed counsel. Under the new rules 
the comt is required to appoint an 
aHorncy for anyone ,'iceking hahcas 
cmpus relief who is an indigent, makes 
an allidavit of indigency and is charged 
with a crime in the State of Missi~sippi 
for which he may be imprisoned or 
confined. The new rule docs HOt 
require any minimum term of impris­
onment and would seem to require 
court appointed attorneys for all indi­
gents facing any potential jail sentence. 
The l'tde also grants the comt the tlis­
crctionary authority to appoint an 
attorney for any indigent seeking 
lwbPas cmpus relief who has not for­
mally been charged with a crime in this 
slate. 

The new rule also provi(ks for ser­
vice of the motion for Jwhea.1· coqms 
oH the "proper respondent" as well as 
the prosecuting attorney in the event 
the person is dwrgcd with a crime. The 
new rule further allows the court to 
waive the required three day notice 

prior to a hearing if the court finds 
grounds sufficiently urgent and neces­
sary for due process. However the new 
rule has addnl the requirement that the 
court make specific tindings of the 
grounds for waiver and make those a 
part of the record. 

The prior rule required that the 
answ.:r to a wril of haheas cotpus he 
slgned and sworn to by the person 
making the answer. The new rule docs 
not require that the answer be sworn. 

The prior rule required the court to 
inquire into <Ill the a!legations set forth 
in the answer at the hearing on the \\'fit 
oflwbea.\' corpus. This mandatory lan­
guage has hcen dclet~:d from the new 
rule. There is not guidance provided by 
the new rules as to what is to take place 
at the hearing. Finally, all provisions of 
the prior rule dealing with an appeal 
have been deleted. 

With regard to haheas cmpus in 
extradition matters, the court has prn­
\•idcd four grounds upon which relief 
may b~: sought. These arc the only fac­
tors which may be considered by the 
court. The new rules also provides that 
if the proper uthoritics of the State of 
Mississippi ;1ave issued the rendition 
warrant then the person detained under 
it shall not he entitled to bond. Further, 
the rule provides that introduction of a 
rendition warrant issued hy the proper~ 
ty authorities at the Stale of Missis­
sippi ncatcs a presumption that all 
requirements for extradition have been 
met and constitutes a prima facia case 
for the state. This section makes no 
provisiolls for a waiver oft he three day 
notice. The rule further provides that 
extradition is a civil matter and docs 
not require the appointment of an allor­
ney nor the furnishing of any prior 
transcripts. 

The new rules make no mention of 
the procedure to be followed in a post 
conviction lwln'as action. 

New Rule 3.10 addresses jury delib­
erations and vcnlids. These issues in 
criminal cases were generally 
addressed in Rule 5.14 of the Unifonn 
Crimina! Rules of Circuit Court. Under 
prior rule, if the jury were polled after 
announcing its verdict a!ld a juror dis­
sented the court was required to send 
the jury hack for further consideration. 

The no,;w rule grant~ the court the 
authority to dec!i.1re a mistrial at that 
point. 

Rule 3.1.1 grants the court authority 
to assess C(Jsts against a party or an 
attorney in the event of a failure to 
notify the court of a settlement of a 
case prior to 5:00 p.m. on the day 
before trial. 

Rule 6.02 implements the provi­
swns of §29 of the Mississippi 
Constitution. The rule then identifies 
those persons who arc eligible to make 
a ten percent ( J()<,f,) cash bnnd which 
may be posted with the clerk of the 
court. While the procedure for posting 
such <l cash bond has been available in 
the past, the new rule substantially 
changes the manner in which the 
nlOney is distributed upon the tina! dis~ 
positinu of the case. Previously. sudt 
hmds were returned to the tKcused and 
his attorney joiutly unless the accused 
had assigned the fund~ to hi;; altorncy. 
The new rules provide that the funds 
will he disposed of as ordered by the 
court. The ruk further provides that the 
funds will be used as follows: 

1. To pay any eonrt costs assessed 
against the defendant; 

2. To pay restitution as ordered by 
the Court; 

3. To pay fines; 
4. To pay any :tssignmcnt by the 

defendant to his attorney; and 
5. A refund to the defendant or 

other dislmrscments allowed by 
the Court. 

Unlike the oltl rules, no distilKtion 
is made between a person arrested with 
or without a warrant. The new rules 
require that eve1y person who is arrest­
ed be taken before a judil:ial officer 
within forty-eight (4X) hours ufter his 
arrest. This differs from the previous 
requirement that a person arrested 
without a warrant would be carried 
"forthwith" before a magistrate. The 
new rules tlo require that in the event 
that a persoH is atTe~ted without a war~ 
rant that the judicial officer shall at the 
initial appearance tlctermine whether 
there is probable cause for the arrest 
and note the probahle cause determina­
tion for the record. The rule does not, 
however, provide any guidance as to 
how this determination is to be made 
by the Court nor whether the defendant 
is entitled to be present when the deter­
mination is !!lade. The rule also seems 
to imply that only il person who 

remams in custody and has not been 
released has a right to a preliminary 
hearing although the rules do not 
specilica!ly so state. 

Rule 6.04 provide~ that the dcfcn­
da!l! cannot properly objed to evidence 
at a preliminary hearing on the ground 
that the evidence was unlawfully 
acquir~:tl. 

Rule 7Jl2 grants the court limited 
discretion regarding the number of 
grandjurors which must be impaneled. 

Rule 7.05 provides prosecutors with 
a nll'thod by which a recalcitrant wit­
ness before a grand jury may be com­
pelled to testify. 

Rule 7.09 allows prosecutors mnre 
freedom regarding the amendment of 
indictments. Spccilically the new rules 
allows prosecutors to amend the indict~ 
ment to enhmKe the punishment 
(habitual offender) without resubmit­
ting the case to a grand jury. 

Rule O.Ofl provides the murls with 
specific guidelines regarding allowing 
a defendant to proceed pm se. 

Rule 9.04 provides for discovery in 
a criminal case. This rule is suhstan­
tially the same~~~ prior Rule 4.0(l of the 
Uniform Criminal Rules in Circuit 
Court. They arc, however, some subtle 
changes to the rnle. It is unclear what 
impact these changes will have. The 
new rule deletes a defendant's obliga­
tion to provide the suhstance of any 
oral statements made by a defense wit­
ness and limits a defendant's duty to 
provide reports, statements or opinions 
of experts to !hose which he may offer 
at trial. 

Rules 9.06 and 9.07 deal with a 
defendant's competence to stand trial 
nnd the ins:mity defense. These ndcs 
have been moditicd to allow for the 
civil commitment of a person who is 
deemed to he incompetent to stand trial 
and has failed to regain his competenl:e 
within a reasonable time arter commit­
ment to the state hospital. 

Rule 9.08 is very similar to the prior 
rule regarding an omnibus hearing. The 
major change is a deletion of the waiv-­
er which occurro,;d under the prior nJle 
upon a failure to raise an error or issue 
prior to tria!. 

Rule !0.01 provides a standardized 
method of selecting alternate jurors. It 
also provides for the number of chal­
lenges allowed in cases involving mul­
tiple defendants. While the rule pro­
vides that jury selection will occur in 

the same manner as provided w the 
new rules for civil cases (Rule 4.05) no 
provision is made for six person juries. 
lt appears that appeals to county from 
justice court or municipal court will 
now be heard by twelve person juries. 

Rule 1().()4 deals with bifurcated 
trials. This rule has been changed to 
make a sentencing hearing and pre­
sentence investigation discretionary, 

Rule 10.05 regarding motions for 
new trials has been changed in two 
respects. First, unlike the prior m!e, the 
failure of the court to instruct the jury 
on all que~tions of law is now a ground 
for a new trial even in a misdemeanor 
case. Second, the time for filing of a 
motion for new trial has been set at ten 
days after the entry of judgmcut. Prior 
rules tied the time period to the 
adjournment of the term of court. 

Rule 11.02 regarding pre-sentence 
investigations and reports is substan­
tially 1he same as prior rule. The major 
difference is that the new rule allows 
for juvenile adjudications of dclin­
queucy to be included in a pre-sentence 
investigation for consideration by the 
sentencing judge. 

Rule 11.05 seems to provide that, as 
in the federal system, upon the entry of 
any order the clerk is rtquircd to notify 
all attorneys of record. 

Rule 12.02 shortens the time within 
which an appeal from justice of munic­
ipal comt must be perfected to thirty 
days. It also requires that a cost bond 
he posted within the ~ame thirty day 
pniod. Another significant change is 
that the new rule seems to permit the 
court to deny a trial by jury when the 
maximum possible sentence is six 
months or less. 

Rule 12.03 extends the time for pcr­
fel:ting an appeal from County Court to 
Circuit Court to thirty days. The rule 
also allows for thi~ period of time to be 
extended consistent with Rule 4(g) of 
the Mississippi Supreme Court Rules. 
The rule also aJiows for appeals from 
County Court lo Circuit Court to be 
decided on briefs of the panics in the 
court's discretion. It fnrther allows the 
court tn direct oral argument in cases 
where neither party has requested oral 
argument.

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Chancellor William Hale Singletary 

Judge Bill Singletary has served as 
Hinds County Chancellor since the 
beginning of thi~ year. Judge 
Singletary received his undergraduate 
degree from Mississippi College and 
his law degree from the University of 
Mississippi in 1977. For the past !if­
teen years. he has been engaged in the 
private practice of law in his hometown 
of Clinton. Judge Singletary has served 
as a municipal judge, an assist<lnt 
county prosecuting <lttorney. and an 
Assistant Attorney Geneml. He served 
for ten years in the Mississippi House 
of Representatives. 

As the most junior Hinds County 
Chancellor, Judge Singletary is respon­
sible for hearing aU contempt matters, 
for which he has set aside Thursday 
afternoons. Contempt hearing af!er­
noons can be long; his first afternoon 
finished at 10:00 p.m. In order to han­
dle these cases as expeditiously as pos­
sible for the convenience of attorneys, 
Judge Singletary t:alls the wntcmpt 
docket at the beginning of the after­
noon and then tries to hear the shortest 
cases firsl nnd the lnngc~t cases last. 
Judge Singletary paid special recogni­
tion to the work of the law firm of 
Watkins Ludlam & Stennis in provid­
ing attorneys tu represent indigent 
defendants pro hono in contempt hear­
ings. "This has been an excellent ser­
vice both for the: court and the indi­
gents." said Judge Singletary. 

Judge Singletary's ex parte day is 
oil Thursday morning. Appointments 
are given at ten minute intervals for ex 
parte mailers. Call Judge Singletary's 
court reporter, Ruth 0\enski (968-
6548), to get an ex parte appointment. 
If you come without an appointment, 
you will be worked in al the earliest 
gap between appointments. Judge 
Singletary is also willing to sign 
agreed orders during the week while he 
is on the bcllch. 

Judge Singletary reminds lawyers 
who arc coming to ex parte to be sure 
and bring the court file and get the 
motion or pleading "FILED" stamped 
before presenting the matter to the 
court. Judge Si11gletary encourages

attorneys applying for attorney's fees 
with estates to present an itemized fcc 
statement and he snrc to go over the 
stntemcnt tirst with the dient. He is 
willing to discuss appropriate ex parte 
matters by telephone or, on short mat~ 
ters. to talk with the lawyers involved 
by telephone confereuce. 

As a suggestion for lawyers trying 
cases before him, Judge Singletary said 
he has noticed in the few months that 
he has been on the bcnd1 a lot of repe­
tition hy lawyer.~ in presenting testi­
mony. When he hus discussed this with 
lawyers, he has been told that they can 
never he sure when a chancellor has 
rct:eivcd sufficient testimony on a 
point. Judge Singletary said he is going 
to try to provide lawyers with more 
feedback during a trial as to what 
would be helpful to him and when he 
believes he has heard enough. 

ln one case inherited from his pre­
decessor in which some testimony had 
already been heard before he took the­
bench, Judge Singletary listened to the 
prior testimony on the court reporter's 
tape recorder. He said he found that 
one advantage to listening to testimony 
this way was !hat he could tJse the fast 
forward button. He said sometimes he 
wished he had a ras! forward button 
during some of his trinls. 

In trial procedures, Judge Singletary 
noted that it docs not help for lawyers 
to pre-mark exhibits. Exhibits must he 
marked by the cour! reporter. However, 
if there arc a Humber of agreed exhibits 
it is helpful for the aHorncys to arrange 
to meet with the court reporter before 
testimony starts and to mark the 
exhibits at that time. 

Judge Singletary said he under­
stands that despite the best efforts of 
lawyers ;md the com\, some cases are 
not going to settle until the last minute. 
He did request that all settlements be 
reached as early as possible and the 
court administrator notified immedi~ 
ately in order to dear the docket for 
other cases to be heard. 

He noted that in addition to the nor­
mal jurisdiction of a chancery court in 
a big metropolitan area, Hinds County 

also has statewide jurisdiction over a 
large number of cases and appeals that 
have been selected by the legislature to 
be heard in IIIJI(\s County Chancery 
Court. For example, this summer Judge 
Singletary will hear a medical ccrtifi~ 
calc of need case out of the Delta that 
will take a number of days of trial time. 

Judge Singletary said he would 
appreciate Cecdhaek from lawyers on 
the job he is doing and suggestions to 
make his court work more elt1cient!y. 
He ~ays there is no point just grousing 
about the way a chancellor runs his 
court and he would genuinely appreci­
ate suggestions for his court. 

Itt matters of general interest about 
the chancery court to lawyers, Judge 
Singletary noted that Hinds County 
Chancellors hear uncOJllcstcd divorces 
the second Friday morning of each 
month, rotating among the t:hant:cl!ors. 
The Hinds County Chancellors meet 
together for about an hour the first 
Tuesday of eat:h month to discuss mat­
ters of common interest and concern. 
The State Conference of Chancery 
Judges meets once a quarter on a 
Saturday to discuss matters of common 
concern to chancery courts state-wide. 
Judge Singletary serves on the 
Legislative Committee of the 
Conference of Chancery Judges.
